Jury Selection

1. The jury in a civil matter shall consist of seven (7) jurors with no designated alternates.

2. Unless otherwise specified by the Court:

a. jury selection in both civil and criminal trials will be conducted at 1:30 p.m. on the Monday before the scheduled trial, i.e., a week in advance.

b. both civil and criminal jury trials will begin each day at 8:00 a.m.  A fifteen minute recess will be taken at approximately 10:00 a.m. and a half hour lunch recess will be taken at approximately 12:15 p.m.  Jurors will be excused for the day between 2:30 and 2:45 p.m.

10:00 a.m. – 10:15 a.m.		Break
10:15 a.m. – 12:15 p.m.		Trial proceedings - 2 hours
12:15 p.m. – 12:45 p.m. 		Lunch
12:45 p.m. – 2:45 p.m.		Trial proceedings - 2 hours

Counsel should be present in court one-half hour before the scheduled trial time to address any issues that may arise before the start of the trial day.  It is the Court’s expectation that the Jury will be seated and trial will begin promptly at 8:00 a.m. each day.  

3. Peremptory challenges in both civil and criminal cases shall be made using a strike sheet and shall be exercised simultaneously.  See Pointer v. United States, 151 U.S. 396 (1894); United States v. Martinez-Salazar, 528 U.S. 304 (2000).  See also attached Strike Sheets.

4. In criminal cases in which an Alternate Juror is used, the Alternate Juror will be selected by random drawing at the conclusion of the closing arguments.
